WHY KOREA?  

 

In 2022, the import value for wines in South Korea reached USD 581 million, reflecting a 4% increase 

compared to the previous year. This growth mirrors the overall positive trend in South Korea's wine 

industry, marked by a noticeable surge in younger wine enthusiasts and a general uptick in wine 

appreciation. Notably, the challenges faced by local wine production in Korea, stemming from unfavorable 

weather conditions and limited cultivating experience, have contributed to a consistent demand for imports. 

Against this backdrop, there exists a valuable opportunity for Swiss wines to cater to the growing interest 

and address the supply gap in the Korean market. 

Goal of this Mission: Offer you, a Swiss wine exporter, the opportunity to connect & establish 
partnerships with potential buyers in Korea.
