The importance of private
Investment to face global
challenges

In recent years, bilateral relations between
Switzerland and Chile have become
increasingly close, strengthening not

only their economic relations, but also
cooperation in areas such as medical and
scientific innovation, the environment and
renewable energy. These are priority issues
in our national policy and acquire particular
relevance in the current context.

The COVID-19 pandemic has struck hard
in the vast majority of countries in the
world. In the face of this, like many

other governments, the authorities of
Switzerland and Chile have implemented
measures aimed at mitigating its health,
economic and social consequences.

With determination and flexibility, the
authorities of both countries launched the
first support programmes, being ready to
add new measures as the crisis evolves.

In addition to the role of the government,
the reaction of private companies is a
crucial factor. Faced with a period of
recession generated by the crisis, its exact

duration and consequences yet unknown,

the economic world will play a key role
and will have to adapt and innovate. In
this respect, Swiss companies in Chile

have confronted this crisis in an exemplary

manner, contributing with their capacity
to solve challenges and to innovate in
order to recover in a timely manner.

Swiss companies have a long tradition

of investing in Chile and have been

able to adapt to the different economic
fluctuations over the years. Proof of this
are some significant figures, such as the
stock of direct investment, which currently
stands at almost US$3.4 billion. This
makes Switzerland the thirteenth most
important investor in Chile worldwide.

On the other hand, it is worth noting

that Swiss companies generate more

than 30,000 quality jobs in Chile, which
represents an important contribution to
the country’s development. Finally, but no
less important, in 2019 we have reached

a trade volume of around US$1.1 billion
between both countries, which represents
an increase of nearly 40% since 2017. Thus,
the relationship between our countries
has become increasingly close. At the
institutional level, Switzerland Global
Enterprise (S-GE) signed a memorandum
of understanding with CORFO and
InvestChile to deepen economic
cooperation between our countries in an
increasingly competitive world.

As we look to the future, we see that

the global challenges such as climate
change and public health will be of such
magnitude that like-minded countries
will need to further strengthen their
collaboration. In this context, Chile and
Switzerland, which share values such as
democracy, respect for human rights,

the market economy and sustainable
development, should further promote
their exchange, cooperation and trade
relations. As an Embassy, we will continue
to work with the aim of taking advantage
of the great economic potential of Chile
and Switzerland, and thus create a better
scenario for both, contributing, in short,
to the construction of a more sustainable
future for the next generations.

Long-term vision of Swiss
companies in Chile

This economic study provides a strategic
view of bilateral commercial relations,
and reveals the real impact of Swiss
investments, reflecting what Swiss
companies generate today in many
different areas: foreign trade, investment
and jobs, among others. Behind the
figures of this study, there is the history
of Swiss companies that came to Chile
looking for a place in the local market,
which gave rise -incidentaly-, 65 years
ago, to the Chilean-Swiss Chamber

of Commerce. This trade association,
which today brings together nearly 110
Swiss and Chilean-Swiss companies in
Chile, has contributed to the growing
development of positive and lasting trade
relations between the two countries,
always supported by the Embassy of
Switzerland and other institutions. The
Chamber’s mission has been to welcome
the companies on their arrival in this
distant territory and to collaborate in their
insertion in the market and in society,
allowing them and the country that
receives them to benefit. Swiss companies
have arrived in different waves over time
and have been able to respond to the
growing and increasingly complex needs
of the local market, collaborating with its
efficiency and productivity.

This history has been marked by various
economic and political ups and downs that
have affected Chile and the world. And
today is no exception. The tragic scenario
triggered by the appearance of COVID-19
has shown catastrophic humanitarian and
economic consequences, which cannot
even be quantified yet. That is why this
statistical work, prior to the health crisis
we are experiencing, provides us with
positive news that contrasts with these
moments of uncertainty.

has affected both local companies and
numerous Swiss firms established in
Chile, large and small, and from a wide
range of fields.

However, the long-
term perspective that characterises the
Swiss business culture and that forms
part of its DNA stands out in all of this.

technologies, new practices, and training.

We are confident that, despite the hard
times we are going through, this success
story will continue, and very soon we will
see the bilateral trade between Chile and
Switzerland grow even stronger. This is
perhaps a good moment to analyse what
the figures tell us, and to think about the
opportunities that Chile offers.

With
significant dynamism, Swiss investment in Chile has
registered an impressive growth of 3087% since 2014,
mainly represented by companies that have arrived
to set up long-term projects, given the potential that
Chile offers as a base for investments in the region
and the complementarity of the economic sectors of

Therefore, Swiss products and services are fully
incorporated in the daily life of Chileans, as it is the case
with food, medicines or lifts.

The list is long and includes companies dedicated to
providing solutions and offering products for industry,
construction and mining, in areas such as automation,
renewable energy and energy efficiency, precision
instruments, transport, quality control, insurance and
financial services, among others. Thus, nowadays, the
companies of Swiss origin employ more than 30,000
people throughout the Chilean territory, a significant
proportion of it are highly qualified jobs. &

Switzerland and dual education: learning by doing

WITH LIMITED NATURAL RESOURCES AND NO
ACCESS TO THE SEA, SWITZERLAND HAS MADE
EDUCATION ITS MAIN ASSET. One of the keys has
been its dual training system, which offers young people
the opportunity to learn a profession by doing it, and
then to enter directly into the world of work. This is
because training is offered according to the needs of
the market and companies, which has a direct impact on
youth unemployment, which remains relatively low. Dual
education gives young people the opportunity to enter
university or to pursue a career in the company where
they work. In Switzerland there are examples of CEOs
or even Federal Councillors and Presidents, who started
their careers with dual education.

Approximately two-thirds of those who complete
their compulsory education in Switzerland choose dual

This means
that a minority of students choose the university route.

In Chile, the closest comparison would be the technical-
professional education, which represents 40.9% of those
enrolled in higher education in the country in 2019.

Swiss companies present in Chile, such as Nestlé,
Adecco and ABB have implemented programmes
to encourage the training of young people in their
workplace, applying the principles of Swiss dual
education to increase their employability.

In this regard, the Pacific Alliance Youth Summit, organized
each year in a Pacific Alliance country by the Swiss
Government and Nestlé, provides a forum for young people
to discuss youth education and employability. For them the
Swiss dual education model can be an attractive tool.

COMMERCIAL RELATIONSHIPS BETWEEN CHILE AND
SWITZERLAND HAVE A LONG HISTORY: In 1851 the first
Swiss Consulate was established in Valparaiso and in 1897
both countries signed the first comprehensive free trade
agreement. Since 1st December 2004, trade relations are
handled by the Free Trade Agreement between Chile and
EFTA, which, in addition to Switzerland, includes Norway,
Iceland and Liechtenstein. Chile and the EFTA states are
currently in negotiations for the modernization of this
agreement, in order to ensure access for their companies
to their respective markets.

Bilateral commercial relations have developed strongly
in recent years, with a trade balance of US$ 373 million
net in favour of Chile. Chilean exports to Switzerland
have grown by 33% between 2015 and 2019, while
Chilean imports from Switzerland have increased

by 44% in the same period. Given the maturity and
internationalisation of the Chilean economy, there is
significant potential for local companies to do more
business with Switzerland.

SWITZERLAND AND CHILE ARE COMPLEMENTARY
PARTNERS NOT ONLY IN THE TRADE OF GOODS.
There are also great opportunities in the area of
trade in services.

Within this area, Switzerland has proven to be a very
relevant partner for Chile in recent years. In the export
of professional and technical services, Switzerland

was the fourth most important destination worldwide
in 2019, after Peru, the United States and Colombia.
Examples include Swiss companies such as Evalueserve,
which offers its market research services, or Sicpa
Government Security Solutions, which focuses on

Export of services to Switzerland (In million US$)

identification, traceability and authentication services.
Also in the export of transport services, Switzerland

is in fifth place in the ranking in 2019, and is the

second European country after Germany. In these two
areas, Chile’s service exports to Switzerland totalled
US$242 million. With respect to imports of services
from Switzerland, the most relevant are in the area of
transport, which totalled US$ 217 million in 2019. This is
generated by the presence of Swiss transport companies
in Chile, such as Ziirich Airport, which operates several
airports throughout the country, and Mediterranean
Shipping Company (MSC), which is a global leader in
container shipping.

ANOTHER OUTSTANDING AREA IS TOURISM. In 2018,
almost 10,000 Chilean tourists entered Switzerland, a
figure that has been rising since 2007. On the other hand,
since 2012 Switzerland is among the seven European
countries with the highest tourist flow to the country.

In 2019, more than 21,000 Swiss tourists entered Chile. It
is estimated that with the normalization of the situation
after the COVID-19 pandemic, the sustainability of this
sector will be even more important for the attraction

of tourists, as well as a great challenge for the trade in
services in general.

The GII measures the performance of innovation in
economies and reflects the various facets of growth,
which are driven by innovation as a source of added value.

In this way, dialogue between the public and private
sectors is facilitated, increasing the benefits generated by
the progress of innovation. According to the results of this
index, Chile and Switzerland have different niches whose
complementarity opens up opportunities for cooperation.
Certain areas in which Chile has progressively shown better
results are those in which Switzerland has a good historical
performance and consolidated experience, such as the
export of IT services, industrial design and the export of
goods linked to creativity.

As
the 13th largest investor in Chile, Switzerland is one of the
countries whose companies have had the longest tenure,
which speaks to the confidence they have had in Chile to
develop business over the years. InvestChile currently has
about ten projects of Swiss companies in its portfolio, in
different stages of development, for an amount of more
than US$26 million.

SINCE 1939, CORFO has been in charge of promoting
and supporting entrepreneurship, innovation and
competitiveness in Chile. The agency has been an
important partner for Swiss companies in Chile in the
development of technological innovations, especially in
the area of Cleantech. &
